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Upon ushering in the 21st century, the East Asian region has confronted new political and economic challenges such as global
financial crisis and the return of conservative governments. These challenges have impacted gravely on fledging efforts to promote
gender mainstreaming policies in this region. New conservative governments in Japan, South Korea, and Taiwan as well as the
authoritarian government in Vietnam all emphasize the enhancement of women’s roles in their societies, yet gender mainstreaming ‘
policies in general have suffered political backlash, budget cuts and the weakening of national policy machinery. ‘ ‘
This symposium invites leading scholars from South Korea, Taiwan, Vietnam as well as Japan in order to understand the current ‘
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state of affairs concerning gender mainstreaming in the East Asian countries and their emerging challenges. Panelists discuss,
among others, what the policies have achieved, how the policies have changed under the incumbent governments, and what efforts ‘
are being made to overcome current challenges in each country.
